EWASTE PROGRAM
Started July 18… Electronic Waste Drop-Off is available at the Township 
building during normal business hours.  Items being accepted are:
Computers, laptops, LCD computer monitors, videotapes, CD’s, DVD’s, 
printers, printer cartridges/toner, car batteries, lawn mower batteries, small 
household appliances, cell phones and flat screen televisions.  
ITEMS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED IF CORDS ARE CUT.

**NO large appliances or televisions, microwaves, appliances with freon, CRT-
Type televisions or monitors or alkaline batteries**

YARD WASTE COLLECTION:
Valley Township provides curb-side collection of yard waste during the months 
of June through October. If bagged, items must be in biodegradable bags. Tree 
limbs and branches must be cut to size, approximately 3 to 4 feet in length and 
bundled.
